The Club promotes and organises five Club racing championships — The Osram-

GEC, BARC Special Saloon Car Championship, the Motoring News GT Championship,

the Fred W. Dixon Production Sports Car Championship and the Clubman’s Formula

Championship. At the Club’s International race meetings qualifying rounds of British

and European International Championships are staged.
