Trio hoping for
happy return
The return of the spectacular German Touring Car
Championship brings back three great favourites
with the British crowds, and thosethree drivers
are hoping for a happy return. Laurent Aiello
(Abt-Audi TT-R), Alain Menu and Joachim

Winkelhock (both Opel Astra V8 Coupé) areall

past championsof the British Touring Car
Championship.Aiello claimedthetitle in 1999,

Menuin the seasons 1997 and 2000, Winkelhock
in 1993. Aiello arrives at Donington Park as the
manto beat - he is the clear points leader (25
points), followed byhis fellow-Abt-Audi-driver
Mattias Ekstrom (12) and Bernd Schneider (7)

with the Mercedes-Benz CLK-DTM.

Swiss driver Menu, whohas beenliving in
England with his family for many years,is
looking forward to the race, not just because of
his successesin the past. “The track just has
everything”, the Opel-driver says. “The major
part is very fast, with long,fluent corners, some

uphill, some downhill. The rest is rather slow,

with narrow corners and hairpins. In order to
achieve a goodlap time, you have to brake very
late and you need goodtraction.”

Opel-colleague Winkelhock judges: “The track is
demanding,it is a great challenge.” Whenracing
in Britain, the Winkelhock was soongiven the
nickname “Smoking Joe”, because ofhis

spectacular driving style with smoking tyres, and
because of his passion for smoking. “My three
years in England were great, the fans really took
me into their hearts.” FrenchmanAiello likes to

reflect about 1999. “| am really happyto race in
England again. In Donington, | have never won
yet - maybe | can achieve that now.” However
the championship leader, who has scored two
wins, admits it is now “not just about wins
anymore, but mainly about constantly scoring
points.” As the pace-maker, the DTMis getting
moredifficult for him from race to race. “when
wecontinue to work in a concentrated way, then ~
| am sure that we can cope with the pressure.”

Aiello’s fellow-Audi-driver in the Team Abt
Sportsline, Austrian Karl Wendlinger, is, like
Mercedes-driver Jean Alesi (F), looking back to a

Formula 1-race in Donington in 1993. Alesi says:
“The track is magnificent and| thinkit is
perfectly suited for the DTM.” Twodrivers of the
current DTM already have won DTM-racesat the
parklandcircuit midway through the 1990s:
Manuel Reuter with the OpelV6 Calibra in 1994
(the first Calibra-victory in the DTM)and then

Bernd Schneiderone yearlater with the
Mercedes C-Class.

“Doningtonis a track that| like very much”, says
Schneider. “The right-hand corner at the end of
the mainstraight is downhill andis incredibly
fast. All in all, the fast section of the track should
suit our CLK-Coupé.” With the C-Class, Schneider
had an impeccable record during his first DTM-
championship year 1995: fastest time in
qualifying, fastest lap in both races, twovictories.
It is obvious that Peter Dumbreck, asa Briton,is

looking forward to the race in Donington. “There
will be many friends and family members, who
want to support me”, says the Mercedes-Benz-
driver. “That is great, but it also increases the
pressure on me.”



Audi's double_

The spectacular race in the Zolder rain gave the Abt-

Audi team their secondvictory in tworaces. French
driver and former British champion Laurent Aiello won

ahead of his team mate Christian Abt. Reigning

champion Bernd Schneider (Mercedes) wasthird.

Scotsman Peter Dumbreck has hadlittle luck in the first
tworacesof this season, but last year he wonhisfirst
DTM-race (EurospeedwayLausitz) at the wheelof a
Mercedes andfinished third in the championship.This
is a “home-race” for him with lots offriends, fans and

family to cheer him on. For sure he will give everything
to score.

The third round in the series promises the English fans
a fierce “battle”. The dominant Abt-Audiwill be

attacked by all Mercedes Benz. Ex F1 star Jean Alesi
has already driven his car on the podium at the season

opener in Germanyandheis “hot” to repeat this
success. Alain Menu showedthe Opel's potential by
fastest test laps at Zolder. Opel now wants to put this

speedinto action in the race. But nevertheless Audiwill
try hard to extendits lead in the championship. Bumper
to bumperraceaction ahead!

Sportingregulations

The race weekend beginson Friday and Saturday
morningwith test sessions and free practice. Saturday
afternoon the drivers have twelve laps in the 45
minutes’ practice session to reach a top time (pre-
qualifying). On Sunday afternoonthereis a short
qualification race (35km) and a main race (100km)
including mandatory tyre changepit stop. There is no
longera rolling start but a standingstart, like in F1

which gives a newthrill to the drivers and the
spectators.

The point schemealso follows the one used in
motorsport’s premier league (10 - 6 - 4- 3-2-1). The

points schemefor the qualification raceis 3 - 2 - 1
points.

  
All cars must haverear-wheeldrive and be powered by
a V8-engine with a displacementoffourlitres which
generate about 460bhp.Tyre partner Dunlopis

supplying every team with equal tyres. The braking
systemsof the cars also are equal, electronic control
systemsto the traction, cornering stability or braking

are not permitted.

Each engineis sealed and cannot be touched for the
duration of the season. One spare engine perdriver per

yearis allowed.All cars use an identical six-speed

sequential gear box and weigh 1080kg including driver.
