Yellow (motionless)—Take -care,
danger. Blue (waved) 1 | | Blue
(motionless)—Another competitor 1s followmg you very closely. Yellow with Veﬁzcal
Red Stripes—Oil on track. While—An ambulance or service car is on the Circuit.
Black with White Number—Competitor with this number to stop at pit on next lap.
Black and W hite Chequered—Signal for end of race.

INSTRUCTIONS TO DRIVERS.—AIll drivers in Event 1 will report to their machines
20 minutes before the advertised start of the Meeting, henceforth, drivers must
report to their cars at the time of the start of the event preceding the one for which
they are entered and will proceed to the starting area as directed by the officials.
When directed by the Chiet Paddock Marshal they shall proceed on to the course
and complete one warming up lap prior to taking up their allotted grid positions.

Time signals will be 3 mins., 2 mins., and 1 min., before the start of each event.

All drivers must complete 1 extra la,p after receiving the chequered flag for
the end of the race, before retiring to the Paddock.

The rule of the Road 1s ** keep to the right—overtake on the left.”
